4.  Exhibition space will be allocated only on receipt of signed Booking Application Forms. A letter of 
confirmation will be provided to confirm the book ing, together with a Tax Invoice for the required 
50% deposit. The deposit is paya ble 14 days from the date of the Tax Invoice. The balance is due 
and payable by 20 October 2009 . Applications received after 20 October 2009  must include full 
payment.
